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¶ Sporting Clays Range:  The Clays range is now set up so that a Member can go up and shoot a round at ANY time and 

does not need to call ahead and make an appointment.  Score sheets, log sheets and clipboards are in the skeet shack.  If 

you do not have a key to the ñHigh Houseò you can drop the money in the slot on the door of the high house.  The traps on 

sporting clays are electric and are turned on, all you have to do is show up and shoot.  If you have a larger group give 

Adam a call and he will find someone to pull for you.  The prices are $8 for members to shoot a 50 round course.  The 

range is there for your use but it also needs your support.  We know that the weather has not exactly been favorable.  If the 

sporting clays does not get more support we will use the traps to set up the 5 stand course again.  Several members have 

expressed interest in 5 stand. 

¶ Target Stands:  (the ñHò shaped bases, painted yellow) are designed to set on the ground and two 1ò x 2ò sticks inserted 

into the base to hold the cardboard backer.  There are frames, sticks and cardboard on ñAò, ñBò, and ñCò ranges.  DO NOT 

staple your targets to the upright sticks, put the cardboard up as a ñbackerò and stable your target to the cardboard.  More 

importantly, under no circumstances are you to staple targets to the bases and use them as target frames.  The frames are 

expensive and are made by volunteers.  We have found several that have been shot up, having been used as frames.  If this 

was done on purpose, and you are caught, it will result in your immediate dismissal from the club.  If you donôt know how 

to set up the bases, please ask another member or a board member. 

¶ Work Hours:  The year is almost half over and some people have already completed their hours for the year.  For those of 

you who have not worked your hours the following opportunities are available:  2 slots for gun shows, monthly club house 

cleaning, setup and tear down for the Star City Shootout (Cowboy State Match in September), and cooking for the 

Registered Skeet Match in October.  If you are interested in any of these, please contact Darlene Parker@ 

rrrcworktime@aol.ocm or call (540) 493-6220 after 5:00 p.m.  There may not be many more opportunities to get your 

hours in before the end of the year, so call soon to get your name on the list. Work Hours continued on page 4.
