  Freedom Isnôt Free, Just Ask Simon  by Simon Leray 

 
 Today I enjoyed celebrating the 4th of July for the first time as an American.  I was naturalized 
July 17th last year and since that date I have often reflected on what it means to be an American.  The first 

thing that always comes to mind when I think about this is freedom.  I have the freedom to speak my mind, to be myself, 
and the right to defend myself.  n fact, even before I became a citizen this great country recognized my right to self-
defense and allowed me to purchase a handgun and apply for a concealed carry permit. 
 My former home country (the United Kingdom) does not recognize the right of self -defense.  Members of the 
public are not even permitted to own pepper spray or tasers and regular police officers are not authorized to carry fire-
arms. Here are a couple of examples of how bad things have become over there: 
 

¶ A home owner who discovered two burglars in his home held them at gun point with a toy gun while he called the 
police.  When they arrived at the scene they arrested the two burglars and the home owner.  He was charged with 
putting someone in fear with a toy gun. 

 

¶ Another example is that of an elderly woman who frightened off a gang of youths with a cap pistol.  She too was 
charged with the same offense. 

 

¶ You may also have heard in the news recently about a shooting spree that occurred recently over there where 12 
people were killed and another 25 were wounded.  The general public was left defenseless and now there is talk of 
tightening the gun laws even more.  Itôs really hard to believe how they can be any stricter.  Hereôs a brief summary 
of what is required to purchase a gun in England: 

 
 To purchase and own a gun you need to apply for either a shotgun or firearm certificate (depending on the type 
of gun).  This needs to be renewed every 5 years or you forfeit ownership of the gun. You need to show a ñgood reasonò 
for applying for a shotgun/firearm certificate (e.g. clay shooting).  Self -defense is NOT an approved reason. You need to 
show that you have a secure place for your gun and also a separate secure place for storage of ammo. You need to pro-
vide references from two people who can testify to your good character. 
 Generally speaking the only guns that can be purchased in the UK are manually operated rifles and shotguns 
with barrels longer than 24 inches that hold no more than 2 rounds in the magazine.  Also, air guns that produce over 
12ftlbs are also classified as firearms. 
Shortly after the Dunblane massacre in 1996 I was informed by my former government that I was no longer permitted 
to own handguns and that I would need to turn them in to the local Police.  Since I wanted to continue being a law abid-
ing citizen I did not have any choice and had to comply with the request. 
 Since moving to the United States, I have been welcomed with open arms both on and off the range.  I pur-
chased my first handgun about a half-hour after receiving my green card and was heartily congratulated by the staff of 
my local gun store who were shocked to hear what things were like in the UK.  Since then I have become an avid pistol 
shooter and regularly attend GSSF, IDPA and USPSA matches.  I know this sounds like a clich®, but ñfreedom isnôt freeò.  
We need to be pro-active in protecting our rights if we are to prevent this country becoming like the UK.

 As many of you know, I have been working for the almost the last three years to get the I.R.S. to grant RRRC 
a tax exempt status.  I have spent a lot of time making phone calls, writing letters and filling out I.R.S. forms, the fi-
nal form was 28 pages long.  It has finally happened!    The Treasury Department and I.R.S. have agreed with me that 
we should have always been a 501-(c)-7 tax exempt corporation.  I received a ruling from them stating that we are 
exempt from income taxes.  Of course this will apply to State income taxes as well. 
 The "Effective Date" of the ruling is June 15, 1965!  The significant meaning of the ruling is that over the 
years the Club has paid between $400,000.00 and 500,000.00 (close to 1/2 million) dollars in income tax.   They 
made the ruling date the original date of our incorporation.   That does not mean that we will get all that money back, 
the statute of limitations apply and we will probably only be able to file amended returns for the last 3 years.   What it 
does mean is that we will no longer be required to pay income tax and we will be able to use that money to improve 
the club.   
 We have come a long way in the last few years, and we should be able to continue to improve the facility and 
further the Shooting Sports.   Thanks to all of the volunteers that make the club successful, keep up the good 
work.   We have the potential to become the best club in the country.
