Hello to all! 
 

  
 
 I sincerely hope that everyone has had a great holiday season. Yes, itôs the end of the year again and 
time for club membership dues and for those who have not completed their work hours this year so open 
your wallets and send in some money as soon as you get the annual statement. We surely would like to see 
100% renewal this year. 
 

 As everyone well knows, we are into the season of inclement weather. Some of you will probably 
want to use the range throughout the winter. If you are going to the range, I urge you to check our web site 
for possible range closures due to road conditions. If you donôt have a computer simply give one of the 
Board members a call. We will be happy to pass on any information we have. The range will remain open 
unless road conditions dictate otherwise. Please drive carefully on icy and snowy roads this winter. 
 

 I hope that 2011 was a very good year for everyone. I think it has been one of the best for the club 
and range. Many upgrades and improvements have been made to the club. A new concrete wall has been 
installed at ñCò Range, a new parking lot between ñAò and ñCò ranges, A drainage culvert adjacent to the 
100 yard target rack on ñCò Range, new access road to the target area on ñCò Range, bushes and trees have 
been cut back on ñCò Range and along the roads on the range. Overall ñCò Range is pretty much up to 
date. There are a few more improvements that need attention but nothing that will require us to close the 
range. 
 

 ñAò and ñBò range now has electrical power and lights under the sheds on both. ñAò range has had 
better drainage installed in hopes of preventing the access road from washing out so badly. The large wa-
ter oak tree has been removed so you donôt run the risk of serious damage to your vehicle by falling 
branches. The range was also cleaned up although you canôt tell it now. We are planning more improve-
ments on both ñAò and ñBò Range in the spring. 
 

 The new skeet field was completed in 2011. Some folks have used it already. It needs a little more 
cosmetic work with a spring plan in mind to accomplish these tasks. 
 

 We have purchased a new tractor (paid in full) which will be used throughout the club for road re-
pair and maintenance, stocking clay birds in the skeet houses, ñetcò.  
 

 All of these things have been accomplished during 2011. The Clubôs finances are approximately at 
the same level at the end of 2011 as they were at the end of 2010. The main reason for our clubôs financial 
success is due to our secretary/treasurer, Jim Sharrow.  The next time you talk to Jim or just drop him a 
line expressing your gratitude for the fine work he has accomplished in maintaining our clubôs financial 
stability. There are several people who have put forth a lot of effort working on the range and all those 
people know who they are so I wonôt try to list them all because I know I would leave some out.
